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Report on Parish Council Meetings

This report covers the two meetings held on 15 December 2014 at the Community
Farm in Laverstock and on 19 January 2015 in the Old Sarum Community Room. It
was good to see several members of the public at these meetings, which is a reflection
of the many important projects that are in progress.

Old Sarum occupied a large part of both meetings. The new Community Centre is well
on the way to completion with a target opening date of 13 April. The Parish Council
has voted to take ownership of the Centre and lease it to a new Charitable Incorpo-
rated Organisation. The Council also voted a grant of £2500 to this CIO. The Council
was pleased to have a report from Clir Byers that he has succeeded in securing £5000
of funding from the Area Board for a new Youth Club that will use the new Centre.

Some progress is also being made on new Play Areas and recreation facilities on the
Country Park and on the MOD Open Space next to the Community Centre. The
Council was hoping to start work on this new Play Area quite soon, under a licence
from Persimmon Homes but the latest news is that Persimmon have declined this re-
quest. If residents feel strongly about this decision a letter to Persimmon would not go
amiss.

Old Sarum Airfield has also taken up a lot of time. The owners appear to be moving
towards a planning application for over 400 new homes on the airfield but the Parish
Council is opposing this unwanted development. There are many arguments against
the proposals, most of which are the responsibility of Wiltshire Council to address and
enforce.

Progress with the new Country Park at Hampton Park is very slow. The vast amount
of spoil that has been moved onto the site by the developer is causing concern and le-
gal matters regarding finance have yet to be resolved. A new Planning Application is
likely.

In December the Council approved its budget and precept requirement for 2218 6.
They voted for a 3.42% increase in the precept, partly to compensate for the reduction
in central government grant and but also to cope with all of the extra responsibilities
that are being loaded onto the Parish. The increase takes the Band D charge up to
£12.88 per year, an increase of 43p.

The January meeting commenced with a orminute silence in honour of Virginia
McLennan who passed away on 29 December 2014. Virginia was a long serving and
loyal Parish Councillor and Vicechair of the Council.

The next meeting of the Parish Council is at 7pm on 16 February at the River Bourne
Community Farm. All residents are very welcome to attend and make a contribution
at the start of the meeting.

church The skeleton was complete except for thes
skull. Moreover, stains in the floor of the excavaﬁ %
tion pit indicated the presence of at least one oth-
er burial. Were the burials associated with an earlier church, of stone or wood, or are
they older even than the first Christian presence in the village?

We first hear of a church in Laverstock in 1225 when Bishop Richard Poore appropriat-
ed the income of the church to help fund choral music in the cathedral. (In return one

of the Vicars Choral served as curate of Laverstock parish.) In I@&urches in the Land-
scap®ichard Morris says that very few medieval parish churches were founded after
1150, and there may well have been a surge in church building 16785, much of this
being the rebuilding of wooden churches in stone. So perhaps there was a stone church
in Laverstock by about 1100.

Can we get any further back? Morris goes on to discuss the rise of a significant land-
owning class by the tenth century, and the way many among this group began to follow
the example of the king in building churches. Now a charter of AD 949 records the
grant of one hide of | and at O0Wi ntamdsibur n
ver-smith, a man named Zlfsige. The boundary landmarks cited in the charter fit the
Laverstock landscape. So perhaps this Zlfsige built a wooden church about AD 950.

(It must be stressed that this is conjecture, perhaps plausible, but certainly not proven.)

The medieval church was seriously damaged in a fire in 1410. It was repaired, and
thereafter | asted until the 1850s, when
beyond repair. It was pulled down in 1857, and the present church was consecrated in
1858.

To get back to the skeleton, Alex is willing to give some further time to the search for
the early history of Laverstock. His proposal is for a few days of concentrated work by
two or three professional archaeologists, and for the radtarbon dating of the skeleton
(s). Afterwards the village would be invited to a conducted tour of the site. The cost of
the project would be about £3,000, which is not a small sum, though not, surely, be-
yond our reach. If you would like to help, please contact Bryan Evans on 01722 320129

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BISHOPDOWN FARM RESIDENTS' ASSOCIATION (BFRA)
NEWS

This Parish Newsletter is scheduled for delivery a day or two before our AGM. So if
we get it out in time you are welcome to join us at 7.30 pm in Greentrees School on
27" February. This will probably be our last AGM as the 'BFRAS see below. We
would like to take this opportunity to express our thanks to Ron Seaman for auditing
our accounts for a number of years, and to his wife Jan for delivering the Parish News-
letter in conjunction with the BFRA.

Green Lane: Although only part of Green Lane is within the nominal area of the
BFRA we do keep an eye on the whole length from St Clements Way to Ford. We
have had a long running safety campaign where the developers are driving across
Green Lane. Indeed, it was the BFRA that first pointed out the very real danger to
pedestrians and cyclists which was instrumental in forcing a stop work until safety had
been improved by having proper gates and a banksman (traffic marshall) on duty.
However, the BFRA and residents were aware that the crossing was being used with-
out a banksmand something WC refuted when we complained. Further observation
over the Christmas/New year break confirmed that the crossing is being used during
holidays and weekends without any banksman. Fortunately, the majority of drivers
are now well aware and do take care; however there remains a risk to children, cyclists
and dogs.

Apart from it's importance as a cycle/foot route, Green Lane is also a protected
bat corridor with Tree Preservation Orders. In midanuary, a new resident on the
eastern side of the Lane put up a satellite dish in their garden. Not surprisingly they
must have found the signal was very poor because the trees were in the dalyeir
solution was to cut down the 'offending' trees on Green Lane!! The BFRA spotted this
vandalism just a couple of days after it must have been done and informed the WC
Tree Warden. The Warden also took a dim view and would like to prosecute but
needs witnesses who saw this illegal act. This shows how important it is to let people
know that the whole of Green Lane is protected and that the Riverdown Park site sits
on the edge of the River Avon SSS® Site of Special Scientific Interest (the River
Bourne forms part of this SSSI).

Pearce Way: In the last Parish Newsletter we warned residents to take care on Pearce
Way, and especially the Hartley Way junction, due to the effect of wintery conditions
combined with the 'improvements' made when the speed limit was reduced to 30 mph.
Little did we expect that we would also have to contend with more chalk slurry being
spread along the road by the developers. The BFRA have been active in trying to get
both WC and Barrett homes to take notice and make some improvements. Residents
have raised their concerns about just how slippery it has been. We have provided ad-
vice on who to complain to on the basis that the more people complain the more likely
it is that we will get some proper improvements rather than just lip service. In the
longer term we continue to push WC to correct the numerous issues with the state of
Pearce Way, such as the field of kale where we used to have a grassy roadside verge!



HP Trail: The defensive bund, put up by the developers to protect residents with
houses against the HP Trail from chalk slurry, appears to have held with the recent
wet weather. Although given the timing of this publication we might have been over-
taken by events if we get exceptional rain! Unfortunately the first part of the Trall
from Pearce Way is as slippery as ever although we are endeavouring to improve the
surface.

Parking: The photograph shows a BT .
van parked outside the One Stop shop i
early January. This was around closing
time for Greentrees school. The view
from the exit from the shop was com-
pletely blocked and any large vehicles
(bus/delivery lorries) would also have
been blocked. The Police confirmed tha
a number of offences had been commit-
ted and would have prosecuted if we had asked them to. However, as BT were rightly
concerned about what one of their employees had done and wished to take action
themselves the matter was left to them. So, if you see something as stupid and dan-
gerous as this please take some photographs and pass them on to our Neighbourhood
Policing Team d before someone gets hurt.

The Way Ahead for the BFRA: Following our discussions in the last two Parish
newsletters on the future of the BFRA, the Committee unanimously resolved to for-
mally raise the issue at the AGM. We have not received any feedback from residents
and have discussed the matter with the various bodies that we liaise with. Matthew
Barton, the Radian Housing Officer, was fulsome in his praise for our work but
agreed that Hampton Park and Bishopdown Farm have matured and the time is prob-
ably right to wind up our business as a residents' association. However, our constitu-
tion requires committee members to remain active until the affairs of the BFRA have
been fully and properly wound up. All committee members have indicated that they
are happy to do this and to move forward into a less formal group to monitor and

look after the local environment (both natural and built). This covers one of our cur-
rent roles as Trail Wardens for the Hampton Park Trail. We will continue to repre-
sent the interests of Bishopdown Farm and Hampton Park as members of the Parish
Environment Group (ignoring the 'parish' boundary which runs down the middle and
is meaningless in the context of the environment). We will still have regular litter
picks as there seems to be no end to the thoughtless people dropping litter. We also
hope that we can encourage more people to take responsibility for their local environ-
ment within this less formal grouping. All this assumes that nothing changes between
now and the AGM! We will continue to use the medium of this Newsletter to keep
residents on our patch informed.

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Traffic in Ford i Your Views Sought

Traffic through Ford along the Roman Road has long been a contentious issue, mainly
as a result of speeding vehicles.

The Parish Council have discussed this with the Senior Traffic Engineer at Wiltshire
Council and some options have been offered. Before any works are pursued, we are
seeking the views of villagers. It is intended to hold a public meeting in the coming
weeks. However, time is short and as this article is due to be published in the March
Parish Magazine, the consultation may or may not have taken place, depending on how
quickly a meeting can be organised. The Parish Council is looking at the situation as it
is at present and not taking account of the potential developments at Old Sarum Air-
field., ASDA and Longhedge, as it will be some time before they come into existence.

The first point about traffic calming measures is that they can be controversial in that

while offering advantages they may also bring some disadvantages. For example, any
physical feature will be accompanied by lines and signs and is it likely that the street
lighting may also need upgrading.

It is appreciated that there has been a number of accidents along Roman Road over the
years although luckily none have resulted in significant injuries reported to persons. In
addition, the problem runs through the whole village and it is considered to have no
specific hot spots. Having said that, the road alongside the Mill is particularly difficult
due to its winding, narrow character.

< other end of the village to highlight

to drivers that they are entering a
change in environment. The PC are
not convinced that this would be

- effective, however one option is to
use a material similar to a surface located at Shady Bower in Salisbury. It is a pattern
pressed into the surface material so gives a slight vibration when a vehicle drives over it.
Another option could be to use cobbles; the engineer would need to further investigate
this option, but would need the support of the community.

The nature of Roman Road and the frequent junctions lends itself to speed tables at
each of these junctions. This is a treatment whereby the entire junction is raised, provid-

ing a feature to physically slow down vehicles but tends to be less noisy and is preferred
by buses and emergency services. This treatment could be used on one or all or any
number of combinations of the junctions. Cont é. .



A Further consideration has been highlighted; to enhance the bridge in lower Ford
with additional signing and lining. One idea is to introduce a white line at the edge of
the carriageway to give the indication that it is narrower than it currently is, another
could be to use a different type of surfacing. These will, however, be visually intrusive
and again it would need the support of the community.

Your thoughts on any improvements to Roman Road or any other parts of Ford
would be welcome; this would enable the Parish Council put options to the Traffic
Engineer at Salisbury Transportation Team.

Saving Our Parish @ Latest Information

You will remember that Salisbury City councillors voted narrowly to ask Wiltshire
Council (WC) to absorb the whole of our parish into the city. Laverstock & Ford Par
ish Council countered by suggesting that instead, why not ask the residents of Bish-
opdown farm if they want to rejoin Laverstock & Ford and complete the Hampton
Park/Bishopdown Farm community by that means. 99.3% of our households stated
their desire to remain as part of Laverstock & Ford Parish. This was input, by your
Parish Council, to the Wiltshire Council panel at the same time as Salisbury put thei
case for us all going the other way!

We now understand that the WC panel recognises that the contentious area is Bish
opdown Farm/Hampton Park, including the new Barratts housing at Hampton Park.
We are informed that for this area, where it would become 1000 homes in Laverstoqg
& Ford Parish and 300 in Salisbury, it is considered an opportunity to bring the whol
development under one parish. This will mean either our 1000 homes being lost to
city or the 300 Bishopdown Farm homes rining our parish. Every resident will be

consulted by WC and we ask that you make your wishes very clear. This is one cofr
sultation which will directly affect your future !

At the request of the residents association, some years ago, the Bishopdown Farm
dents already receive our L&F Parish Newsletter and already use the L&F parish
based facilities like Greentrees school, Hampton Park Pavilion and sports area and
shop/doctors/vet/dentist etc. It is our Parish Council who has totally revised the
Country park plans to ensure we keep our rural identity and to Green flag standard.

We do hope that everyone asks to remain in or join our parish. We understand thern

will also be a local public meeting, with the preferred venue of the school or pavilion|
